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MUSIC COUNT US IN – 2018 

In weekly music lessons, EVERY student in the school has been learning a 
song called ñOne Songò.  This is the song to celebrate Music Count Us In in 
2018.  All students are learning a song that will culminate in a whole school per-
formance this term.  

Perhaps you are wondering why we are participating in ñMusic: Count Us Inò 
and why is it needed? Music is one of the five strands of ñThe Artsò and is an 
important part of our curriculum. However, in late 2005, the federally funded 
National Review of School Music Education was handed down and this review found 
that we needed to lift the status of music in schools, to remind teachers, parents, principals, kids and the commu-
nity about the value and benefits of learning music. Music: Count Us In was born out of this review and it has a 
dual purpose ï it promotes and celebrates the value of music education, while offering resources and training to 
teachers.  

So, what are the benefits of music education?  Decades of research shows that learning music can help 
studentsô self-confidence, self-discipline and team work. It can help students engage in school, can improve 
school attendance and can even help students make healthy life choices. There are also strong links between 
music learning and academic skills in literacy and numeracy. Research shows that music is unique in its flow-on 
benefits to students who learn it. 

We will be celebrating the teaching of Music in our school and the benefits of our Music program in a 
concert this term.  It will be held on Tuesday 30 October at 2:30pm in the school hall at Kingsthorpe SS 
and all parents and community members are welcome to attend.  It would be great to see you on the day and 
I am sure that the students will appreciate the support.  Our choir, recorder club and instrumental group will all be 
performing, along with the whole school singing ñOne Songò.
